The Reading Group
Leader: Professor Jeanette Rhedding-Jones

This early childhood education group is an extra-mural informal course. It meets one evening a month at Jeanette’s home to develop Doctoral level scholarship by reading at levels beyond the HiO Masters degree in barnehagepedagogikk. Participants spend four weeks reading individually the selected reading for the month. They then meet for 2-3 hours to: 

(1) discuss the selected book or chapter or article and its recent publication. Collaboratively selected readings regard critical issues and critical theories; new research methodologies; postcolonial and feminist poststructural theories  
(2) develop and construct participants’ own theoretical knowledge
(3) inform participants’ current writing of conference papers, articles, chapters and books
(4) expand participants’ ideas of critical issues and research methodologies

(5) improve participants’ spoken English and academic Norwegian so they can then better present internationally and nationally, at conferences and in publications

(6) let all of the above change participants’ teaching and  work with children, staff, parents and others in kindergartens and early schooling
(7) link participants’ FoU to international networks Reconceptualizing Early Childhood Education; the Centre for Equity and Innovation in Early Childhood; and the European Early Childhood Education Research Association.  
The strategic aims of The Reading Group are to:

# obtain top publications for participants, in Level 2 and Level 1 journals as named by the national committees in Norway; and other national and international publications

# have participants presenting internationally at conferences organised by international  networks Reconceptualizing Early Childhood Education;  Centre for Equity and Innovation in Early Childhood; and European Early Childhood Education Research Association.

History of The Reading Group
The group began as The Methodology Group in August 2004. It then comprised 9 members. Members read a selected reading each month, regarding research methodology. This was then discussed one evening a month at Jeanette’s home. The group began after 7 FLU people worked together with Jeanette’s leadership to host the international conference Reconceptualizing Early Childhood Education helf at HiO in May 2004, with participants from 19 nations. The group changed its focus and its name to become the Reading Group in August 2005. By the end of 2005 three of the members were enrolled in Doctoral studies at the University of Stockholm, Tønnsburg University College and the University of Oslo. Jeanette is first veileder to Ann Merete, and second supervisor to Camilla and to Nina R.
